year 1000 a.d. It’s primary, but not exclusive, use has been in

churches and cathedrals. Particularly before literacy reached any

considerable spread, stained. glass windows served as effective
teaching devices in addition to being beautifully ornamental. The
Nave windows. tell the story of the life of Jesus. The Narthex
window depicts our Patron, St. John. The window over the Altar
as seen by the worshipping Christians reminds us of our need to
be fed continually through prayer and .sacraments and of the fact
that we exist not as separate, individual Christians but as mem-
bers of Christ'’s body, the Church, symbolized in the vine that
interweaves the picture. On leaving the Church we see over the

West door the Great Divine Commission and we are reminded that
we are all to “Go Forth” and make disciples of all men.

The windows at St. John’s were executed and installed by J.
Whippell and Company of Exeter, England, a company of world:
wide reputation and several hundred years experience in ecclesias-
tical art. The photographs of the windows in this brochure and
those of the Church on the cover were done by Mr. Howard M.
Brittain, a communicant and member of the Vestry of this Parish.
We dedicate these windows to the Glory of Almighty God on this
the 20th day of August in the year of our Lord one thousand nine
hundred and seventy-one, praying that they may serve to inspire
us to serve Him faithfully.

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The Communion

THE COMMUNION

In the main section is the Risen Christ offering the Eucharist to
the faithful of the Church.

At the base of the center is the symbol of the Agnus Dei, the Lamb
of God. At the top left and top right of the two side sections are
depictions of grapes and wheat from which the wine and bread of
the Eucharist are obtained. '

In the tracery on the extreme left and right are the Alpha and
Omega, signifying that Christ is the beginning and the end of all
things. On the left, next to the Alpha, is shown the Crown of thorns
and nails, symbolic of suffering. On the right, next to the Omega,
is the Cock symbolizing Peter’s denial of Christ.

In the left center are two symbols: the Cross -and the Crown, sym-
bolic of our reward in heaven with Christ after death; and the
Lantern, symbolizing the betrayal of Christ at Gethsemane.

In the right center are two symbols: the Flagon and Bowl, sym-
bolic of the washing of feet at the Last Supper and also of Pilate
washing his hands of responsibility of Jesus’ death.

Also shown is the seamless:coat for which the soldiers gambled at
the crucifixion. o

The whole of the design is tied together throughout by a Vine,
symbolic of Christ as the true vine and his followers are the
branches and must abide in Him or perish.

THE TEMPTATION

The lily at the top of the window symbolizes the purity of our Lord. The main
part of the window shows Christ at the top of the mountain being tempted by
Satan. The picture depicts the second temptation where He saw all the kingdoms
of the world and their glory and Satan said, “All these things I will give you if
you will fall down and worship me.”
